THE TRAFFIC FLOW COMMITTEE has received multiple reports of concern in the following 
areas: 1.  Please remember to treat 42nd Ave SW as having 2 lanes going northbound, the curb 
lane and the center lane.  2.  Show your intent by using your blinkers to signal into and out from 
the curb.  This simple act helps the drop off and pick up flow along.  3.  When pulling away from 
the curb after dropping your student off, please, please pull all the way away from the curb lane to 
the middle of the street and head north.  This way others who have not yet dropped off their 
student can drive all the way forward along the curb lane and drop off.  Otherwise, you end up 
blocking both lanes and halt the traffic flow!   4.  Do pull as far forward up the curb lane as 
possible.  5.  Do not stop in front of the kindergarten door or the front door if you are able to pull 
more forward.
