SUMMARY OF NUTRITION SURVEY The present and future health and well-being of
school-age children are profoundly affected by dietary intake. Schools contribute to current and
life-long health and dietary patterns and are uniquely positioned to model and reinforce healthful
eating behaviors in partnership with parents, teachers, and the broader community. The following
summarizes the Nutrition Survey results:

The majority of those that responded agreed that proper nutrition is an important factor in
the school environment and that good nutrition helps student learn.

There was a mixed response from respondents regarding whether Holy Rosary met their
expectations regarding proper nutrition. It was about equal between those who agreed and
disagreed that HR met their needs. The comments ranged from loving the milk program to
wanting to establish some guidelines for sweet treats.

The majority felt that the number of treats given to their children was acceptable. Those
that commented, however, felt that too much candy was given out as rewards and that it
should be reduced.

Overwhelmingly, those that responded felt that the amount of treats served at classroom
parties was appropriate as these functions occur rarely. The bigger concern was over the
waste of food from the parties.

Again, there was an equal split when asked whether they approved the offerings at the
BASE school store. Most people did not know what the offerings even were and those that
did felt that it was the parentOs choice of what their child purchased there. Pop, however,
was mentioned as a need to eliminate.

Families report that their children like the new choices in the hot lunch menu. They
appreciate the efforts made to include more fruits and vegetables.
